Roof requirements

 T The sufficient holding force of the roof covering at 
the support or substructure must be ensured on site.

 T Roof pitch: 5 - 75°

 T If the roof pitch is less than 12 °, the module must be 
secured with a module earthing clip or by pulling in a 
wire rope upwards in the insertion profile.

Structural requirements

The static verification of the component is automati-
cally calculated with the K2 Base On planning software 
for the respective location. The design provided in a 
project report must be followed.

Important mounting instructions
